Chairman’s Opening Remarks

Peter opened the meeting by welcoming everyone along and introducing a new member, Bob Rennie
 from TSSS Gas Ltd

Open Forum

James Neale raised a number of issues relating to fork lift trucks. His staff had all had licences and the company knew their abilities but there were potential problems with agency staff. Posession of a fork lift truck licence did not ensure competency. A discussion took place around the possibility of carrying out an on-site assessment or agency drivers. A mock up of the area to be worked in could also be created to see if they could do it. 

Ian Norton raised the topic of the use of fork lift trucks being used with curtain sided trailers. The options were to load from the ground by opening the curtain on one side or to keep the curtains closed and load from the end via a loading bay. This depended on the load. The concern here being the combined weight of the load and the weight of the fork lift truck on the trailer`.
One of the possible suggestions was to use a pedestrian controlled pallet truck to unload the trailer onto a levelled loading  dock.

Rose Martin spoke about the availability of a gymnasium ACOP. She asked how the group would advise a premises with a gymnasium that wasn’t constantly supervised by a member of staff.. She had searched but could not find any constructive advice. It was suggested that possibly the Leisure Trade Association may be able to help. A member of the group suggested that other businesses like Hewlett Packard used a three person rule to ensure that no-one was left on their own in the gym.  Renfrewshire used an induction course and a membership card as proof of attending the induction and beign shown how to use the equipment.  

The discussion also covered the use of CCTV.

Shopping Centre Presentation
Andy Martin showed a very informative presentation about a shopping centre that he had been involved with giving advice to.  The photographs clearly illustrated typical concerns ranging from slips and falls to access and workplace transport..
